B- Installation

This trap should be installed
horizontally, so the ball moves up
and down. Flow direction is
specified with an arrow on the
body of trap. While installing,
please pay attention that the jar-
like part of the body should be at
the left hand of the flow direction.
After installation, direction arrow
on the Name Plate would be

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C- Maintenance

Before uninstalling the trap,
get assure that there is no
steam in the line. When it is
uninstalled, remove bolts of
the cap and separate it from
the cupule.

To find the problem, check the
valve, ball, seat, guide and
thermostat. If any one of them
is damaged, please contact the
factory and we will replace it
with a new one.

Probable problems include
leakage of the ball, decay of
the thermostat and sealing
defect of the seat or the shot.
When replacement or fixing is
finished regarding assembly
plan, it is necessary to seal the
gasket between cover and the
body.

After all, put the cover on the
body and assemble it
inversely.

When trap is installed in the
line, it is reasonable to test it
and get assure of the proper
assembling. To do so, you can
use a sight glass after the trap.
